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HRE Rules & Regulations

The show will begin at 9 AM, rain or shine.

All horses must have current coggins, as well as proof of current flu/rhino vaccination.
Proper footwear and ASTM approved helmets are required while mounted.

Full show attire is not required, but is recommended.

Payment can be made in cash or check only the day of the show. Checks are made out

to Julia Torres.

Any returned check will have an additional $40 fee.

Entries are due the Friday before each show at 7 PM; late entries may be accepted at the
discretion of show management but will be subject to a $5 late fee.

A $25 non showing fee will be applied per horse.

Lunging will be permitted in the indoor up until one hour before the start of the show.

10. Schooling breaks of 15 minutes will be permitted between each division.

11. Only riders with back numbers will be permitted to school.

12. All divisions will be placed 1st - 6th, as well as Champion and Reserve Champion.

Rider (for equitation) or horse (for hunter or jumper) must compete in the same
division at three of five shows to be eligible for an HRE Series Championship.
There must be at least two entries in each division for the points to be counted.

HRE series points are awarded as follows: 1st =7 pts, 2nd = 5 pts, 3rd = 4 pts, 4th =3
pts, Sth =2 pts, 6th =1 pt
